
DAY OF COMMENCEMENT 
Arrive at Prudential Center: 8:00 AM

Line-up and Procession: 8:30 AM
Ceremony Start Time: 9:30 AM 

Line-up: Graduates are expected to arrive dressed in caps 
and gowns at 8:00 AM  Graduates will enter through the 
Lafayette Tower Entrance to check in and proceed to the line 
up area, where alphabetical lines will be formed according  
to degree.

Guest Seating: Arena doors will open at 8:00 AM and all 
guests should be seated by 8:45 a.m.  Guests should use the 
PNC Tower Entrance (at the corner of Mulberry Street and 
Edison Place).

Possessions: Pocketbooks or other carried articles are not 
acceptable in an academic procession. Please remember to 
keep your car keys in a safe place. There are no lockers or 
storage available in the line-up area. Please turn off all cell 
phones at the beginning of the ceremony. Please note that 
the Prudential Center prohibits balloons in the arena.

Accessibility: Prudential Center is a facility that is fully 
compliant with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), 
and accessible seating is available in sections 8, 22, and

at the arena concession stands prior to the ceremony. 
Graduates are not allowed to take food or beverages into  
the ceremony.

Leaving the Arena: Following the ceremony, guests will 
exit the arena from the Concourse Level and graduates will 
march directly out of the arena through the Lafayette Tower 
Entrance. No one will be allowed to remain in the lobbies or 
re-enter the lobbies once the ceremony has ended.

Travel to the Arena 

From the New Jersey Turnpike South:
•  Take Exit 15W onto I-280 westbound.
•  Turn right on Exit 15A towards Route 21 South.
•  Turn right onto Rector Street.
•  Turn left onto Broad Street.
•  Continue southbound on Broad Street and  

make a left onto Lafayette Street.
•  Prudential Center will be on your left hand side.

From the New Jersey Turnpike North:
•  Take Exit 14 toward I-78.
•  Take the center ramp after the toll booth toward US-1-9 / RT-21.
•  Keep right to stay on the ramp toward US-1 / US-9.
•  Continue on US-1-9 (approx 3 miles) and exit on  

the right onto RT-21 McCarter Hwy.
•  Take Broad Street exit on right.
•  Continue northbound on Broad Street and  

make a right onto Lafayette Street.
•  Prudential Center will be on your left hand side
 
From the Garden State Parkway North & South:
•  Follow Garden State Parkway South to Exit 145.
•  Follow signs to Route 280 East.
•  Follow Route 280 East to Exit 15 (Route 21 - Downtown/Arts).
•  At bottom of ramp (traffic light), make a right onto Route 21 South.
•  Turn right onto Rector Street.
•  Turn left onto Broad Street.
•  Continue southbound on Broad Street and make  

a left onto Lafayette Street.
•  Prudential Center will be on your left hand side.
 
From New York City:
•  From George Washington Bridge or Lincoln Tunnel,  

follow signs for New Jersey Turnpike South.
•  Take Exit 15W onto I-280 westbound.
•  Turn right on Exit 15A towards Route 21 South.
•  Turn right onto Rector Street.
•  Turn left onto Broad Street.
•  Continue southbound on Broad Street and make  

a left onto Lafayette Street.
•  Prudential Center will be on your left hand side.
 
From Newark Liberty International Airport:
•  Follow signs for US 1 N/US 9 N/US-22.
•  Continue northbound on US-1-9 and exit on left  

toward RT-21 Newark Downtown.
•  Take Broad Street exit on right.
•  Continue northbound on Broad Street and  

make a right onto Lafayette Street.
•  Prudential Center will be on your left hand side.
